Our dear friend and club member, 
JACKIE TAYLOR, passed away 
suddenly in early December. 
Jackie collected antique minia-
tures and also made her own 
miniatures and settings. Jackie’s 
parents, Jay and Bea DeArmond, 
were charter members of the first 
N.A.M.E. club in Fullerton, CA, so 
her love and knowledge of minia-
tures developed at an early age. 
When Jackie was growing up, 
she worked in her parents’ an-
tique store, and she collected 
treasures all her life. When Jackie 
hosted a club meeting at her 
home, it was like going on a field 
trip to a museum for the rest of 
us…and there was always some-
thing new to marvel over. De-
scribed by one friend as “a true 
renaissance woman”, Jackie also 
collected and repaired antique 
dolls and was the president of a 
local doll club. She made various 
types of lace and taught classes 
in lace making. She raised lla-
mas, spun wool, and collected 
antique sock-knitting machines 
that she taught people to work so 
they could all make wool socks to 
sell at fund raising events. She 
was a black powder “shooter”, 

and owned a black powder gun 
shop at one time. When I first met 
Jackie, she was the proprietor of 
a shop that sold wool and yarn, 
and if you didn’t know how to knit, 
she’d teach you. She loved ani-
mals, and kept a rescued Great 
Pyrenees dog that guarded the 
llamas…AND Jackie. Jackie was 
so generous, and she was always 
ready to share: ideas and tech-
niques, materials for a project, a 
book from her library. If you 
wanted to try to reproduce some-
thing…say, an old Bliss dollhouse 
or a vintage paper theater…
Jackie would say “I’ve got one if 
you want to borrow it for a while”. 
You may have met Jackie at one 
of the annual River City Rendez-
vous or Folsom Fiesta events or 
other NAME events in Northern 
California, or taking a workshop 
at a miniature show, such as the 
“Good Sam Show” in San Jose. 
She was adventurous and confi-
dent, and would invite those of us 
not as confident in driving off into 
the sunset to ride along with her 
to a miniature show or workshop.

March 23: Learn a paint/tissue/glue texturing technique for the exterior of a vignette box. Make 
an egg carton/slate floor and electrify the box. $25  
*April 27: We will build and tile a sink/cabinet/wine rack and paint wine bottles. This could be a 

sink/cabinet without a wine rack if that is your choice. This will furnish the March workshop vi-
gnette. $20  
May 18: Regular solder vs. liquid solder. Experiment with both and you will complete a simple 
metal project in 1 inch scale. $17  
June 22: Learn how to create decals and decorate plates. $15  
 
A basic toolbox and gluing jig is all that is needed.
